How Matters Proceed in the Ontario Small Claims Court*

PLAINTIFF'S CLAIM

A matter begins with a plaintiff filing a claim. Thereafter, a defendant has three options.
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Claim dismissed JUDGMENT granted

ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS

If a debtor does not voluntarily make payments pursuant to a court order the following options are available.
